CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:52 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Harbor Hills letter of consent.   Upon discussion, it was agreed that Commissioner Knickerbocker should sign the letter to the Harbor Hills Sewer District as revised by the District’s attorney.. 

2. 2009 Budget.   Upon review Andy was asked to submit in writing a list of items that needed to be completed at Harbor Hills for completion of the treatment plant.  It was discussed that due to the deficit at Harbor Hills, the District will probably have to increase their rates.  Sandy was asked to put together a summary of the various water District on rates.
3. Phase II Source and Storage project.  Andy explained that change order #3 from Larry Brown is due to a discrepancy between the plans that were approved by the County and those that were in the bid package.  
ACTION:  A Motion was made by Commissioner to approve contract change order #3 with Larry Brown Construction in the amount of $397.92.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and passed.

4. Harbor Hills rate increase.  Upon discussion, Commissioner Hansen agreed to work on a draft letter to the Harbor Hills customers to be included with the January/February billing.  The letter would notify them of a probable increase due to the deficit in revenue and the incorrect billing on capital improvements.  Andy was asked to identify improvements that we completed last year and those proposed this year.  Sandy will get copies of Terry Otey’s rate increase letter to the Harbor Hills customers and also verify that the customers had voted on this increase.

Sandy was also asked to confirm that the purchase agreement specifies that Treatment Plan completion costs are reimbursable by Terry Otey.

5. ERU Rate increase and letters of consideration.  Upon discussion the commissioners agreed to review these at the March 9th meeting.  Sandy will re-send the letters to the commissioners for review.

6. Comp Plan.  Upon discussion it was agreed that Andy Campbell would contact George Bratton to get an estimate from him for completion of the Harbor Hills Water System comp plan.
