MINUTES OF THE June 8, 2009

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT: No public in attendance.

REVIEW OF MINUTES:  Upon review.

ACTION:  Commissioner Hansen moved that the minutes of the May 18, 2009 meetings be approved.    Commissioner Maddox seconded and the motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Sewers.  Upon discussion in executive session the commissioner agreed to proceed with a purchase and sale agreement and to omit the option portion of the draft.  Gary Hess will follow up with Al Hendricks on completing the purchase and sale agreement.  Sandy was asked to hold off on submitting the voucher for the deposit at this time.

2. Harbor Hills Consent Agreement.   No response from Holmes Harbor Sewer District.   

Sandy reported that Bob Miller requested and she provided a breakdown of the expenses that were paid from the $200,000 capital fund (PWTF loan payments and refund of hook up fees).  

3. Phase II Source & Storage improvement.     Mr. Tussey’s letter was reviewed regarding the road surface.  Andy will meet with Mr. Tussey and a representative from Larry Brown to review the road surface with Mr. Tussey.  

Andy reported that a well test is planned for June 22 to sign off on this phase of the project.

Sandy reported that she and Andy just received the draft specification on the well rehabilitation portion of the project for review and comment back to Gary Hess.

4. Data Recorder Bid.  Upon discussion and recommendation by Gary Hess and Andy Campbell:

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to approve Change Order #5 from Larry Brown Construction for 2 source meters on Well #1 and #2 and a data logger.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Maddox and passed.  

Andy estimated that this work would be completed by the end of July.

5. Dogwood Project.  Upon discussion in executive session Gary Hess has verified with an appraiser how to determine a fair market value.  Gary and Chet will continue to work on this item.  Gary was also asked to come up with a Plan B in the event this property is not available.

6. Hardy project.  Gary Hess reported that he has reviewed the District’s requirements with Mr. Hardy.  Mr. Hardy does not feel that the project will proceed, based on the costs of the project.

7. China City 2nd meter.  Andy reported that he has reviewed this item with Jack of China City and that Jack promised to have the work completed by the end of June.  If not completed Sandy will bill for the second meter starting June 1, 2009.
8. Timeline of the Harbor Hills Annexation.  Commissioner Hansen requested that Sandy provide additional information regarding the timeline.

9. Rate Analysis-Freeland Water & Sewer.  Upon discussion, the analysis will be for Harbor Hills, Freeland Water & Sewer and a combination of the two systems.

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Maddox to approve the rate analysis from Katy Isaksen & Associates in the amount of $28,000.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hansen and passed.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. District Communications-workshop on communications. Upon discussion it was agreed that all communications with go through the District office and then sent to the commissioners for review and comment.  Once the information is collected it will then be distributed by Sandy back to the commissioners and or vendor. 

Sandy reviewed that she and Andy have added two lines to the Developer Extension Checklist 1) review by an engineer and 2) other items – this is in the event that there are additional requirements that need to be completed.

2. 2009 Newsletter.  Sandy has drafted the 2009 newsletter for review and comments by the Commissioners.  She has also asked Chet and Gary to prepare a statement regarding the sewers.  Commissioner Hansen volunteered to review and to do the final editing at which time Sandy will resend to the commissioners for final comments.  The newsletter will be mailed at the end of June with the billing and the Consumer Confidence Report.  Andy agreed to review the Consumer Confidence Report prior to mailing.

3. Suspense items for removal.  Upon review it was agreed that the Sikma/Knowlton project, mixing study and the staking of the property adjacent to Well 1 would be removed from the suspense list.

4. Water Use Efficiency Rule/Notice/Public Hearing.  Upon discussion Sandy and Gary Hess will review and prepare the Water Use Efficiency Report that must also be mailed at the end of June.

5. Letter of consideration Thomson.  Upon discussion it was agreed that no consideration would be given because the District has already granted consideration in the past.
6. Mr. Murdock letter regarding rate increase.  Sandy has prepared a draft response.  Commissioner Hansen asked  Sandy to review the formulas for the calculation prior to responding to the letter.  Commissioner Hansen agreed to review/edit the letter prior to mailing.  
7. Letter from Joan Fennessy on leak.  Upon discussion it was agreed to wait until the May- June billing to review this letter for consideration because the leak occurred after the March-April billing period.
8. Items to be added to the next agenda.  Upon discussion it was agreed to add the following items to the July 13th agenda.  Review the role of the District Engineer for the District, verification of title for chairman/president of the board and the water rights from suspense.

OTHER REPORTS:

1. Maintenance report.  Andy reviewed his report. A copy is attached.

a. Sandy noted that  the March/April billing was within 4% of what  we pumped.  Because both well meters have failed, however, Andy will now be estimating based on the time each pump runs until the meter are replaced.

2. Administrative report. Copies of Sandy’s reports are attached.

EXECUTIVE SESSION was called at 6:55 p.m. to discuss land acquisition for the sewer project and the Hardy property.  Executive session was adjourned at 7:27 and the regular meeting was call back to order at 7:27 p.m.

VOUCHERS:  

Voucher Number 6866 to 6886 in the amount of $68,150.08, were approved.  However it was agreed to hold the Voucher for Fletcher at this time.

The meeting was adjourned at 7:49 p.m.
