MINUTES OF THE July 13, 2009

CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

PUBLIC COMMENT: Richard Tussey reviewed his concern that the road to the well site #3 needs additional gravel to be installed on the steep part of the road prior to completion and winter.  Andy Campbell agreed to contact Mitch Morley of Kreig Construction to have him look at the condition of the road and see what could be done to resolve the problem.  

Gary Hess suggested that there are ample funds in the budget for completion of this work and that Larry Brown Construction could possibly hire Kreig to add the gravel.

REVIEW OF MINUTES:  Upon review.

ACTION:  Commissioner Hansen moved that the minutes of the June 8, 2009 meetings be approved as corrected.    Commissioner Knickerbocker seconded and the motion passed.

OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Water Rights.  Gary Hess reported that Noel Phillips of Ecology said Ecology is addressing water right applications that specify a point of withdrawal ahead of those that do not.  Gary agreed to follow up on resolving this matter.  Commissioner Knickerbocker volunteered to meet with Ecology, Gary, Noel and possibly Andy Dunn to expedite resolution.
2. Harbor Hills Consent Agreement.   Upon review of Holmes Harbor Sewer District letter dated July 2, 2009 Commissioner Hansen agreed to draft a letter on the District’s intent to provide water to Harbor Hills and send it to Al Hendricks for review prior to signing by Commissioner Knickerbocker.   

3. Phase II Source & Storage improvement.   Andy reported that the new meters have been installed by Larry Brown Construction.  Andy and Larry Brown Construction will do a functional test prior to final walk through with Davido.   Andy also noted that the painting of the garage door would be completed once Larry Brown Construction has completed the project.

4. China City 2nd meter.  Andy reported that the old meter has been removed.

5. Rate Analysis.  Sandy attached a copy of the email from Katy identifying information needs.  Sandy will respond.

6. Letter of consideration Fennessy. Sandy reviewed that she had talked to Mrs. Fennessy and explained that if approved the credit amount would be only $22.88.

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to approve a 50% reduction in Fennessey’s water bill due to a leak in accordance with District rules.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and passed.

7. Source meters-data recorded well #1 and #2.  Andy reported that this work has been completed.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Review Engineer’s role for District.  Chet Ross suggested that Davido write up Standard Operation procedures for Engineer.  Andy noted that the RCW’s outline the Role of an Engineer, Accountant and Operator for the District.  Gary and Andy agreed to provide job descriptions for the District.

2. Verification of titles of commissioners/president/chairman.  Sandy reported that she will verify this with Al Hendricks as to President and or Chairman.  She did know that in the RCW’s they discuss the president and Secretary position and will follow up on this.

3. WARN Mutual Aid & Assistance Agreement.  Upon discussion it was agreed that the District did not need to participate in this program because the District already has a similar agreement with Island County.

4. Fletcher Annexation.  Upon discussion it was agreed to table this item to the next meeting in order for Gary Hess to prepare a map showing all the tax parcels.  Commission Hansen suggested that in the future all annexation submittals to the Commissions include a map showing the location of the tax parcels.  Sandy will also add this to the Annexation Check list for submittals.

5. Change order #6 Larry Brown Construction.  
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to approve Larry Brown Construction Change Order #6.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and was approved.
6. Amendment to PWTF loan-Phase II Source & Storage.  
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to accept and approve amendment to PWTF loan #PW-05-691-019.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and was approved.
7. Resolution 09-02.  
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to accept and approve Resolution 09-02 Authorizing Chuck Edwards to sign Remote Deposit Service Agreement with Whidbey Island Bank.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and was approved.

8. Auto-dialer.  Upon discussion it was agreed to install an auto dialer at Harbor Hills Water System.  This would automatically contact the District's Certified Operator in the event of an electrical failure at Harbor Hills.  Work would include installation of a phone, electrical and equipment.  

9. Silverwood.  The memo from George Bratton was reviewed.  Andy was asked to contact Quin and have him submit the Construction Completion report directly to the Department of Health with a copy to the District.  The District will need to add additional items to the developer extension checklist as they relate to this memo.  Andy will contact Quin to request a response in writing to George’s memo as it relates to pump station for this project.  

OTHER REPORTS:

1. Maintenance report.  Andy reviewed his report. A copy is attached.

2. Administrative report. Copies of Sandy’s reports are attached.

a. Commissioner Hansen requested that the name be corrected on the financial statements to Freeland Water & Sewer District.

b. Commission Hansen requested that Sandy prepare a resolution to clarify the verbiage on the District rules regarding monthly versus bi-month billings.

EXECUTIVE SESSION was called at 7:15 p.m. to discuss land acquisition for the sewer project.  Executive session was adjourned at 7:34 and the regular meeting was call back to order at 7:34 p.m.

1. Sandy was asked to verify with the State Auditor on determining “Fair Market Value” and/or “Liquidation valuation” if a property is in foreclosure.
2. Sandy will verify with the Island County Auditor on exemption from taxes on a conversion from forest area to see if District is still exempt.  Gary noted that he has talked to Mary Engle regarding this and will forward email to Sandy.
