CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

APPOINTMENT OF COMMISSIONER: 

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to appoint Jim Short to replace Commissioner Maddox in position #1 to the Freeland Water and Sewer District Board.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker and passed.
OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Benefit Appraiser selection.   Upon discussion.  Sandy reported that we only received one submittal.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to select the firm of Macaulay & Associates, LTD for the benefit appraiser and request they submit a contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker.  Commissioner Short abstained. The motion passed.
2. LID attorney selection.   Upon discussion.  Sandy reported that we received two proposals.  She noted that the firm of Ogden, Murphy, and Wallace PLLC does not do bonding, which was a requirement requested.
ACTION: A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to select the firm of Foster Pepper PLLC for the legal counsel and request they submit a contract.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Knickerbocker.  Commissioner Short abstained. The motion passed.
3. 3-Party Agreement.  The commissioners all indicated support of the acquisition of the Trillium Woods by the Land Trust but felt that the agreement was very one-sided in favor of the Land Trust.  Not knowing what the Land Trust would do with the easements was a significant concern.  Upon discussion it was agreed that Commissioner Hansen would draft the changes discussed on the cost sharing and easement limits.  Sandy will add a section indicating the easements will be held in escrow until closing between the Bank and the Land Trust.  She will then send out a final for review by the commissioner before releasing the agreement to Gary to submit to the Land Trust.
County support on sewer project.  Commissioner Hansen reported that he and Gary met with Bill Oaks, Bob Pederson and Keith Higman today to discuss the sewer project.  The County agreed to increase staff support of the sewer project, as the NMUGA is a component of a County plan.  They also agreed to look at the re-payment schedule to be more in line with the original agreement in 2002, which was upon formation of LID.    Sandy will draft language regarding the repayment schedule.
4. Signage to property.  Sandy will check with Enduris regarding language for signs to be posted at access points to the Tree Farm.  She will also contact the Horse Association and request certificate of Insurance.
5. Mutiny Sands Community drainage.  Chet reported that he meet with residents of Mutiny Sands on Saturday September 4, 2010; there were 15 residents present.  Chet agreed to be the point of contact with the customers regarding their drainage concerns and assist them with the County.  Chet requested that if a resident has questions that they should direct them to Chet or Sandy and not go directly to our contractors/engineers because this costs the District additional funds and is not in the budget.
6. USDA funding.  Gary reported that the USDA has invited us to re-submit our package in March.
