CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:45 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

OLD BUSINESS: 
1. Water Rights.    Gary Hess reviewed the pros and cons on proceeding with the Department of Ecology’s (Ecology) cost reimbursement program.  Upon discussion it was agreed that Gary would contact the Ecology and request a bid package. This will only provide us with an estimate of the cost to proceed.  Upon receipt of the cost estimate, the District will determine whether to proceed.  

2. Fletcher Annexation.   Upon discussion it was agreed to proceed with a public hearing to be held September 14, 2009 at 7 p.m. 

Since the District has already scheduled a public hearing on September 14, 2009 for the purpose of reviewing resolution 09-03 District Rules & Regulations at 5:45 in the conference room, we will adjourn the meeting and call a public hearing at 7:00 pm either at our normal meeting place or at the library if it is available. 

3. Resolution 09-03 District Rules & Regulations.  The commissioner reviewed and noted a few minor changes that Sandy will make prior to the scheduled public hearing on September 14, 2009.
The meeting was recessed at 6:33 to go into executive session to discuss land acquisition and was re-convened at 6:43.
EXECUTIVE SESSION

4. Land Acquisition for sewers was discussed.  

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Maddox to purchase 80 acres from the Mulnick Group for $360,000.00 and authorizing Commissioner Knickerbocker to sign purchase agreement.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hansen and passed.

5. Resolution 09-04 Line Of Credit Whidbey Island Bank.  

ACTION:  A Motion was made by Commissioner Maddox to approve Resolution 09-04 to establish a line of credit with Whidbey Island Bank in the amount of $750,000.00 for the purpose of interim financing on sewers and authorizing Commission Knickerbocker to sign the application and other related documents on behalf of the District.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hansen and passed.

6. Resolution 09-05 USDA application.  

ACTION:  A Motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to approve Resolution 09-05 loan application to USDA for implementation of the Freeland Comprehensive Sewer plan and authorizing Commission Knickerbocker to sign application and other related documents on behalf of the District.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Maddox and passed.

7. Resolution 09-06 Public Works Board application for Small Communities in Rural Counties Grant.  

ACTION:  A Motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to approve Resolution 09-06 loan application to Public Works Board Small Communities in Rural Counties Grant for local match on sewer implementation and authorizing Commission Knickerbocker to sign application and other related documents on behalf of the District.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Maddox and passed.

8. Voucher approval.  
ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Maddox to approve voucher #6930 in the amount of $5,000.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Hansen and passed.
