CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:50 p.m. followed by the pledge of Allegiance 

PUBLIC COMMENT

Mitch Streicher noted that he did not have any comments only questions.  He wanted to verify what the public hearing was about.  Sandy explained that this hearing was to amend the Sewer Comp Plan that was approved in 2005 and to accept the various reports that support the Sewer Comp Plan.  Sandy noted that the major change in the amended comp plan is the phasing to the project from 5 phases to 2 phases.  
Mitch also wanted to know if we would be reviewing the LID procedures at this time.  Gary reviewed that the District is adopting the Preliminary Engineering Report dated July 2010, the NEPA Environmental Report, Biological Assessment and Essential Fish Habitat Assessment Report, Water Rights Impairment Analysis, and the Archeological Investigation Report (which is confidential) as amendments to the 2005 Sewer Comp Plan.  Gary reviewed that the Preliminary Engineering Report dated July 2010, changes the phasing; the cost estimates changes and modifies the Financial Plan.  
Mitch noted that the District has already adopted the Intent to Form an LID.  Gary noted that we do not have any activity on the LID at this moment.  Commissioner Hansen commented that before we can form the LID we need to do a cost/benefit analysis to determine that the benefits.  Mitch asked if this was underway.  Gary explained that the selection has been made last Thursday, however we are awaiting contract.  Gary stated that he expects the benefit analysis to take 3-4 months to complete.  Mitch noted that the LID hearing is scheduled for January 11, 2011; this will be a problem to have the benefit analysis completed by the January 11th meeting.  Gary reviewed that we are will probably have a resolution to modify the intent to form resolution.  We have not determined what this date will be and we need to review how the schedule plays out.  
Commissioner Knickerbocker stated that until we know from the Consultants what it will take to complete his portion, we have put off changing the date of the hearing.  Mitch asked who will be the consultant on the Benefit analysis; Gary said that it will be Macaulay & Associates.  

Commissioner Hansen stated that the purpose of the public hearing is to take comments on the (above mentioned) documents.  Mitch commented that he considers the change in phasing to be arbitrary and he does not see anything wrong with the original phasing and why change it.
Mitch noted that the reports also address storing solid wastes.  Gary stated that the sewage sludge that accumulates at the treatment plant will be stored in a contained vessel.  This will then be pumped into a pumper truck and taken to another facility for processing.  Mitch asked where the solid storage would be and the odor form solids.  Gary stated that all the processing would be covered and under control.
