CALL TO ORDER: Commissioner Knickerbocker called the meeting to order at 5:48 p.m. followed by the pledge of allegiance.  

1. Presentation by Ken Kortleever on Web Design:  Upon review it was agreed to use the opening page option  with water droplets.  Sandy will get electronic versions of the District Rules and Regulation, map, newsletter etc to Ken and also links to water conservation sites.  The emails for the commissioners will need to be determined Commissioner Hansen suggested that they be listed as commissioner 1, 2 and 3, instead of names and/or a different format than Sandy’s.  Commissioner Knickerbocker suggested that they be listed by position i.e. president etc.  The commissioner will have to agree on how they would like their email address listed on the web site.

2. Bid Award-Phase II Source & Storage-Well #3: Gary Hess passed out and reviewed the bid tabulation of the Phase II bids.  He recommends that we go with Larry Brown Construction for both bid schedule A and B.

ACTION:  A motion was made by Commissioner Hansen to award the bid to Larry Brown Construction for Schedule A and B.  The motion was seconded by Commissioner Maddox and passed.

3. Bradshaw Addition Water System.  Sandy reviewed that she has had 4 requests for water connection in the Bradshaw Addition.  All four properties abut Harbor Hills Drive.  Upon discussion it was agreed that because these customers have not paid into the overall improvements for Harbor Hills Water System, they will need to sign a no protest agreement and pay an in-lieu fee in addition to the hook up fee. 
4. Sunnyview Farm.  Upon discussion it was agreed to request a 60 day closing extension.  Gary reported that the report has not been send to the Department of Ecology, but we want to make sure that we outline in a letter to the DOE how we prefer the water right to be issued.

5. Vouchers  Voucher # 6676 to 6699 in the amount of $34,045.93 were reviewed, signed and approved.  Sandy was asked to have Chet Ross review and initial the Sewer invoice from Davido Consulting Group.
6. Resolution 08-08 District Rules.  Upon discussion it was agreed to have a public hearing on October 20, 2008.  Sandy will advertise in the local paper for the public hearing.
