Multi-family residential units in existence as of June 14, 2010 that are served by a single meter shall be subject to a bi-monthly base rate equal to the number of dwelling units served by that meter times the single family bi-monthly base rate.  To determine water consumption charges, the total consumption shall be divided by the number of units in the multifamily dwelling and that average consumption shall be applied to the consumption rate table above.  Base rate penalties for consumption exceeding one ERU shall also be based on the average unit consumption.  

Example: If four units are served by a single meter, the bi-monthly charge would be four times $25 (the single family base rate as of June 14, 2010), or $100.  If that multifamily dwelling unit consumed 6000 cubic feet in a two month period, the first 4000 cubic feet would be charged at the rate for 0-1000 cubic feet of water consumption and the remaining 2000 cubic feet would be charged at the next highest rate.
